Occasionally it takes a long time to spool, RIP and print directly from a software application like 
Illustrator, PhotoShop or QuarkXpress. Why and how can I speed up this process? 
 
 

 

This symptom is caused due to the relation of the versions of AdobePS and the Open Transport in MacOS9, 
and of course the Spooler file in the RCC3.00. 
MacOS9 has AdobePS ver.8.6 or 8.7. 
At the time when we released RCC3.00, MacOS9 didn't exist. This is the reason why the symptom occurs 
only on the RCC3.0 and MacOS9.  There are basically two ways to speed up the process. 
 
1. Downgrade AdobePS 
There is either AdobePS 8.6 or 8.7 in MacOS9. If you can downgrade the AdobePS to 8.5, then you should 
have quicker data transmission. 
 
2. Change the Spooler file in the RCC3.00 
There is a file in RCC3.00 folder>Program Folder> Spooler Place Folder>Spooler. 
Please replace this Spooler with the one in the RCC4.0. 
The Spooler in RCC4.0 supports AdobePS 8.6 or 8.7.
