<About the Origin Point>
When you are using the CX-24/12 for thefirst time, when setup is
complete, the origin point is automatically set at the following location.

CX-24 [ROLL] : Near theleft pinch roller
[PIECE] :Atthefront lower left of the material
CX-12 . Near the left pinch roller

On the CX-24/12, you can freely set the origin point at any location in
the cutting area.

If you want to set the origin point at alocation other than the foregoing,
refer to "CX-24/12 User's Manual - 4-6 Setting the Origin Point" on the
CD-ROM.

A Checking the
Cutting Quality

Pressing the [TEST] key cuts the pattern shown in the figure below at
the present position of the tool.

Peel off the material and check the cutting quality.

If the material does not peel off as shown in the figure below, take a
look at "CX-24/12 User's Manual - 4-7 Cutting Test" on the CD-ROM
and adjust the cutting conditions.

L Peel this off first.
B The square should remain,
without peeling off.

Peel this off next.
The blade should leave
faint traces on the base
paper of the material.
